kitchens and bathrooms, that would normally be expelled
outside.

e No noise in bathrooms - as the fan is in the loftspace and
not in the room itself.

ECO JOISTS

Ecojoist beams consist of parallel stress-graded timber
flanges joined together with V shaped galvanised steel
webs. These made to measure, engineered beams help to
substantially reduce foot-fall sound between floors. The
open webbing allows uninterrupted access for the passage
of services, so no notching or drilling for pipes and cables.
Erected in approximately 50% of the time required for
conventional joists, they can be top chord supported and are
the same depth as timber joists.
